Participants will learn to receive and track requests from for help from the public, find out how to
report the status of their neighborhoods, and learn how Community Emergency Response Teams (CERT)
work.

The Cupertino block leader program helps residents to build active connections among residents so

they may work together on common neighborhood issues — and increase communication, public safety,
and cultural understanding in the neighborhoods. Currently, 191 residents participate in the Cupertino
Block Leader program.
